Course Content

The basic course will include those
components necessary to get the team
started and become capable of performing

basic CERT functions. Each member must

complete 21 hours of classes in the
following areas to become certified.
Classes are scheduled to accommodate
the needs of each team and are available
at convenient times.

Teams will learn:

Fire Safety and Suppression:
Team members will learn how to use
extinguishers and other equipment to
recognize and suppress small fires.

Disaster Medical Operations:
Team members will learn how to conduct
triage, establish medical treatment areas,
and provide basic first aid for victims.

Damage Assessment: Team
members will learn how to rapidly assess
damage employing a standardized format
used throughout the country by CERT.

Light Urban Search and

Rescue: Team members will learn light
urban search and rescue planning,
techniques, and rescuer safety.

Organization, Terrorism &
Disaster Psychology:
